Rules of the Exhibition: 
 
Primary subject: Orchids; limit of 5 entries per artist 
 
Registration: All work must be preregistered by April 14. 
 
Set-up time: Drop off your art between 4 p.m. and 7:00 p.m. on Friday, April 23, 2010. All 

two-dimensional work must be suitably framed, wired, ready for hanging. 
 
Take-down time: 5:00 p.m. – 5:30 p.m. Sunday, April 25, 2010. 
 
Judging & fees: There are no fees to exhibit. Please see attached entry form for art categories. 

Limit of 5 entries per artist. 
 
Advertising: Business cards, brochures and pamphlets can be displayed in prominent view 

once judging is complete. 
 
Tagging: All work must have the price, name and address of the artist on the back. 
 
Sales: Indicate the price including GST and PST  or NFS on the registration form. 

You must be prepared to accept cash or a cheque with two pieces of ID. The 
show takes a 10% commission.  We will have a volunteer on hand to conduct 
transactions – but don’t be disappointed – sales are slow. Enter for the fun of 
exhibiting with 2,000 blooming plants. 

 
Insurance:      Our volunteers are very careful and problems are rare, but we are not 

responsible for loss or damage to exhibits.  Please carry your own insurance.
